The homocysteine  level is ABOVE the REFERENCE range. Homocysteinemia has received abundant regard as a 
key independent risk factor for cardiovascular disease which is responsive to nutritional intervention. Elevated 
homocysteine levels result in micro-abrasive effects on the vascular endothelium, thus providing loci for other 
plaque-generating events to occur. Smoking and hypertension increase cardiovascular risks associated with high 
homocysteine.
